The outcome is excellent with eight researchers in this field at Swerea KIMAB today. This has succeeded due to Gunnar’s talent to solve new problems in a systematic and persistent way, always with the customer benefit in focus. His results have initiated development of new products in our member companies. He has also developed special techniques to evaluate corrosion effects in polymers.
